A portion of the CWSRF/DWSRF funded projects must follow all federal requirements
commonly known as “cross-cutters”.

Ex. Davis Bacon Wage; Disadvantaged Business Enterprises; National Environmental Policy
Act (NEPA) environmental review

This type of financial assistance is referred to broadly as “Equivalency”
